   QUADRUPLE OF THERAPEUTICS

According to physicians; therapeutics has 4 aspects which are having 16 qualities. It has the capacity of eliminating disease.

This has being said by Lord Punarvasu Atreya.

Query regarding the role of therapeutics in alleviation of disease.

Maitreya contradicts and puts a query what is cause that some patients managed by proper medicaments, attendants and well qualified physicians who are also having self control soon recover from disease. On other hand inspite of all these some die. So therapeutics is of no value. This is just like a drop of water thrown into a ditch or pond or handful of dust thrown in a flowing river or on a heap of dust. On contrary even without proper medicaments, attendants, good physicians, patients having no self control recover from diseases however others in similar situation die .For one taking recourse to therapeutic measures may sometimes succeed in recovering from disease and sometimes die as well. 
Reply regarding role of therapeutics in alleviation of disease.

To this Lord Atreya remarks on Maitreya the conclusion derived by you is not correct because to say that patients adopting the therapeutic measures having 16 qualities die is not borne out by facts; therapeutic measures can never be ineffective in curable diseases. Similarly even in such cases with patients stated to have been cured without adequate therapeutic measures .Then there remains case where patient die even by taking recourse to therapeutic measures. It is not that all patients taking recourse to therapeutic measures are necessarily cured because all diseases are not cured.

The diseases that are curable can be cured only by taking recourse to therapeutic measures .It is not that all patients taking recourse to therapeutic measures are necessarily cured because all disease are not curable. 

       The diseases that are curable can be cured only by taking recourse to therapeutic measures.

Those which are not curable with certainly not respond to treatment; not even ablest physician is capable of curing a moribund patient. 

Able physicians always proceed with their treatment after proper examination. Proper examination will certainly cure a curacle patient without fail. So it is not correct to say that there is no difference between the application and non application of therapeutic measures.

      Diseases are of two kinds curable and incurable. The incurable ones can never be cured whomsoever proper therapeutic measures are taken. It is only curable ones which can be cured by taking recourse to therapeutic measures.    

IMPORTANCE OF PROGNOSTIC CONSIDERATIONS IN MANAGEMENT
A physician who can distinguish between curable and incurable diseases and initiates treatments in time with full knowledge can certainly accomplish his objects .On other hand a physician who undertakes the treatment of an incurable diseases would undoubtly subject himself to the loss of wealth ,knowledge and fame and will also earn bad reutation and other royal sanctions or punishments.

CLASSIFICATION OF DISEASES ACCORDING TO PROGNOSIS
Curable diseases are two types one that can be cured easily and other with some difficulty similarly incurable diseases are two types viz. one which is palliable and other which is absolutely irreversible .Again curable diseases have three alterants depending on moderate and excellent devices required to cure them .

This alteration is however not possible with regard to diseases which are absolutely incurable.
Even diseases which are curable requires different types of treatment some of them are cured by simple methods ,some by moderate one and others by best possible devices .These curable diseases are easily curable and curable with some difficulty.

Some diseases are classified according to effects such as death, deformity, instantaneous death, death after a given period etc.

FACTORS INFLUENCING THE GOOD PROGNOSIS
1) Causes, premonitory symptoms of diseases  and other signs and symptoms are mild.

2) Qualities of dhatus involved are not in common with those of dosas.
3) The dosas constituting the prakriti (physical and mental constitution) of patient are also not similar.
4) The season is not conducive to growth of diseases
5) Bodily position which are not conducive to growth of diseases.
6) Location of diseases
7) Start is recent 
8) There are no complications
9) Only one dosha is involved in pathogenesis
10) The body is amenable to all kinds of medicaments .

11) The fourfold therapeutic measure is available.

Eg. If a patient suffering from vat roga is staying in desert which also predominates in vata or one suffering from Kapha resides in marshy land predominant with Kapha it will be difficult to cure such patients . Similarly if vitiation of vata occurs in colon, which is site of vata or if any disease occurs in vital organs treatment will be difficult.

FACTORS DETERMINING PALLTABILITY OF DISEASE
1) As per ordained the patient has survived for certain period by following the wholesome regimen and as such has enjoyed a little relief but even carelessness can aggravate condition.

2) Diseases has affected deep seated dhatus.

3) Diseases involves a number of dhatus.

4) Diseases which affects vital organ and joints.

5) Diseases which causes the vitiation of two dosas.

FACTORSDETERMINING INCURABLITY OF DISEASES.
1) Diseases caused by vitation of 3 doshas .

2) Diseases that transcend all therapeutic devices

3) Diseases which involves all three system.

4) Diseases causing excitement restlessness and unconsciousness.

5) Diseases which affect sense organs .

6) Affected patient is usually weak but disease is sufficiently advanced.

7) Disease having bad prognostic sign.
IMPORTANCE OF THROUGH EXAMINATION 
A wise physician should examine the distinctive features of disease before hand and then he should start his treatment of the curable diseases. So physician who can distinguish between curable and incurable diseases, he with his right application will not subscribe to wrong notions prevailing among the pseudo physician like Maitreya to say he will certainly succeed in curing diseases.

EXAMPLES REGARDING PRINCIPLES OF TREATMENT ESTABLISHING THE ROLE OF THERAPEUTICS.
And we see with our own eyes that we cure a patient by taking recourse to curative therapeutic measures – the depleted with impletion .We give nourishment to those who are weak and emanciated . We administer reducing theraphy to the one who is obese we treat patient afflicted with heat by cooling measures and one afflicted with cold by heating measures .We adopt proper measures to replenish the deficient dhatus and deplinish those that are in excess .We thus bring back physcological state by treating the diseases with aetiopathological antidotes .Thus group of measures gives us best results in management of diseases .Aetiopathological Antidotes are supposed to be specific in action.Apparently poisonous drugs may not look to be proper antidote of poisoning by they may be real because of their specific action.
